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ELECTRONIC MONITORING OF FLEET VEHICLES

[bookmark: _GoBack]All fleet vehicles and company mobiles are fitted with GPS tracking devices that record and transmit journey information to management. The vehicle tracking is continuous throughout the time the driver has the use of the vehicle and provides operational and safety information.
This achieves the following objectives:
1. An increase in productivity by providing a better service for customers, the more efficient provision of estimated arrival times, and the elimination of repetitive “where are you” calls.
2. The fulfilment of the company’s duty of care to always know that their staff, particularly those travelling in remote areas are in a safe working place.
3. To ensure that in the event of the theft of a company vehicle and it’s cash contents, its location may be promptly provided to the police, and insurance premiums may be minimised.
Information gathered in working hours for business purposes will only be available to selected members of management ensuring maximum privacy of data.
All fleet drivers will be provided with a letter notifying them of the company vehicle tracking surveillance policy and are required to confirm in writing that they have been made aware of the monitoring of vehicle use.
